Food Boxes for Migrant Workers

So many people have been destroyed by the Hurricanes this year,
leaving them homeless and with no hope. Please read what the
Florida Baptist Convention is doing right here in Florida, for the
Hurricane Wilma victims who already had so little.

Lets see what SonRise Community Church can do, through our
own resources and through those we work or deal with, for these

people in South Florida as well.

Food boxes to help migrant and agricultural families survive
after Hurricane Wilma destroyed their livelihoods and homes
are desperately needed in South Florida.

“All the crops from Immokalee to Belle Glade have been
lost to Hurricane Wilma,” said Brenda Forlines, director of
the Florida Baptist Convention Church and Community
Department, “So there will be no work for them for several
months.”

Churches are being asked to assemble food boxes that can be
given to each family. Food boxes, rather than large quantities
of commodities, are needed to help migrant pastors in their
distribution, Forlines explained. “We don’t have the man-
power to handle commodity distributions.”

Only the following items should be contained in the boxes:
2 cans of corn

1 bag (16 oz. or 24 oz.) black beans or pinto beans

1 five-pound bag or 2 two-pound bags of rice

1 jar (16 oz. or 24 oz) cooking oil

1 (5 Ib.) bag of masecal (corn meal) for Spanish families OR
1 (5 Ib.) bag of regular flour for Haitian families

2 cans tomato sauce

2 cans diced tomatoes

2 cans fruit

1 can fruit juice

2 cans meat (tuna, chicken, beef or ham)

1 (16 oz.) box of cereal

1 box dry milk

1 jar peanut butter

Navajo Christmas Boxes 2005

We will once again be creating Christmas Shoeboxes for the
Navajos in Arizona. Please bring the boxes to church with you
on either December 4th or the 11th. More on the actual date to
come. We will also hopefully be getting names for the kids soon
from Christine, a reservation teacher.

When filling your box please keep in mind age appropriate items. If
you are including toys or items that need batteries to run, please
include the batteries, as these are luxuries that the Navajos don't
have readily available.

To create a box, pick male or female, and one of the age categories
from the list provided.

You can decorate your box or wrap it (just be sure to wrap the
lid seperately, so we can get into it if needed - do NOT seal the
box closed). Please also put $5.00 inside the box to help pay for
shipping. Due to the area the reservation is on, UPS shipping is
not available, so the boxes must be sent via regular postal service,
which can get quite expensive.

Dollar stores and discount stores are great places to get gifts for
the boxes and some ideas for inclusion in them include:

Bottles/Sippy Cups

Baby Wipes

Hand Soap

Toys

Clothes

Shampoo

Conditioner

Hair Accessories

(hair bands, barretts, etc.)
Hair Brushes

Combs

Toothbrushes & Toothpaste
Books

Coloring Books & Crayons
School Supplies (pens, pencils, notebook paper,
spiral notebooks)

Batteries (AA, C, D, 9 Volt)

Anything else you can think of!

Remember they do not have electricity on the reservation, so do not
get things that require electric. Send batteries with things that require
batteries. If you are including liquid gifts (such as hand soap or shampoo)
please put it in a ziploc bag so that it doesn't leak onto anything if it
should break or the top comes loose.
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Other items needed are:
diapers in sizes 3,4, and 5
jars of baby food

paper products

feminine hygiene products
laundry detergent

dish detergent

manual can opener

Pray about what Gods is lead-
ing you to do for these people
who need so much help.
